Considering that the boulevards, which have a potential for
redevelopment and densification and which will become structuring
axes of public transportation, are the following:

» Saint-Jean Boulevard

» Des Sources Boulevard

» De Salaberry Boulevard *

» Brunswick | Spring Garden Boulevards *
